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[bookmark: _Hlk37019112]Congratulations on the purchase of your new home and welcome on behalf of the Edenton Homeowner’s Association Board.  We’re glad you have chosen to live in our friendly community and hope to meet and get to know you either walking in our neighborhood, participating in one of our events or at our meetings.  

As you move in and get settled into your new home, your focus is on many different tasks.  This letter is to share a few points and guide you where to find the details about the association.

You can find other information about this great place we all call home by visiting the neighborhood web site: EdentonHOA.org.  A separate page is attached with detailed contact information for the Board of Directors.   Covenants and other governing documents are on the website.
Please let us know if you have any questions regarding the Association.  The board will be happy to answer your questions now or anytime in the future, so feel free contact us.  

There is also a Facebook account (Edenton Homeowners Association) and a group on the Nextdoor.com site (Family Acres subgroup Edenton HOA).  These are more social sites and do not always have important notices posted.  

All property owners have membership in the EDENTON HOMEOWNERS ASSOCIATION (EHOA) also referred to as the large association or “Annual Account” of 222 members.  This includes all single family and town homes.  As a member you have voting rights at the annual members meeting in June, may hold a position on the Board of Directors, and may use any of the designated “Common Areas”.  
The Annual account pays for park and commons space maintenance, watering, mowing; expenses of park area tree planting and removal, and commons area fencing.  It also covers liability insurance and administrative expenses. The funds are collected from all HOA residents annually and are due on January 1 of each year.  The properties that back up to the commons area have a different dues amount from those that do not.  This information is shared in the due’s notices. Dues notices / invoices are sent via email and dollar amounts are also covered in the newsletter and website.  

It is the responsibility of owners and residents to abide by the rules and regulations as set forth in the Bylaws, Covenants and Articles of Incorporation.  These legal documents for our association are available to you via our website.  

Occasionally the association will sponsor an event and we like a community garage sale or a 4th of July parade.  The notices for these events are always shared in our newsletters, website and Facebook page.  We are always looking for ideas and people interested leading them.  Please share your ideas anytime.

Since your property is also a townhome, you are actually involved in a second group.  There is the annual account and also the Townhouses account which covers 72 townhomes.  There are monthly dues for expenses that the townhome owners share.  The townhouse monthly dues are deposited in this account.  Expenses covered are the sprinkler system, garbage removal, recycling pickup, electricity for pumping water from the well, lawn mowing of the townhome area, and snow removal.  There are also administrative expenses for accounting, etc.  The dues are due on the first day of each month.  No monthly billing is sent.  

Insurance
The Covenants require property owners provide the HOA with a copy of the Declaration page of your insurance coverage each year as the policy is renewed. The Declaration Page provides the amount of coverage on your property, the address, the dates of coverage and the amount of liability. Insurance companies will send this cover page to the Association at the time of your policy renewal if you make that request. It is essential to have this information on file in case of property damage to townhomes under the same roof.

Trash and Recycling 
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The Edenton Homeowners’ Association Inc. has a contract to service all townhomes. Recycling pickup is on Thursdays, trash pickup is on Fridays. Residents are asked to have their recycling and trash ready to be picked up by 6:00 AM on those days.  
Our contractor does not pick up on three holidays – Thanksgiving Day, Christmas Day and New Year’s Day. On those holidays, all services will be delayed by one working day.

Irrigation schedule for Townhomes
The well is set to start at 12:15 a.m. Irrigation water is applied to lawns two days per week with the following schedule:
North of Edenton Road is Sunday and Wednesday 
South of Edenton Road is Friday and Monday 
Thies Cove is Tuesday and Saturday.

Mowing
There is no irrigation on Thursdays and mowing is scheduled.

Snow Removal
[bookmark: _GoBack]The Edenton Homeowners’ Association, Inc. provides snow removal with the services of a contractor for all Townhomes. Snow is removed from private drives, public walks and private walks to the front door. Snow is not removed from patios. Snow is also removed from the private Thies Cove Drive.

The contractor agreement states that snowfall above two inches will be removed, however, when accumulation is below two inches and drifting occur, the snow will be removed. The contractor is not responsible for hidden objects that may be covered by snow and are not clearly marked. Residents assume the responsibility to remove items like door mats, extension cords for holiday lighting, and lawn ornaments from areas where snow removal will take place. Damage to items other than covered items should be reported within 12 hours after the damage occurred to one of the Board Members.

If hazardous and icy conditions exist, prompt action will be taken. While it is not unusual to be impatient for any delay in snow removal, it is also customary to delay removal until the major portion of the storm has passed. The contract does not include “call-backs” when city streets are cleared after the drives have been cleared resulting in snow at the end of the drive. Please contact any member of the board if there is an issue with the snow removal service.
